Scholarship Information:

Selection of scholarship recipients will be based on a point system that covers sports
participation, G.P.A, extracurricular school-related activities, volunteer/community
service work, employment, essay, letters of recommendation and involvement in the
booster club.

Maximum available points available to receive are 25.

Eligibility Requirements:

Parent/guardian must be a current member in the EHS Wildcat Booster Club by January
1 of the current school year.

Athlete and/or family member must have completed 5 hours of participation for the
Wildcat Booster Club before the application due date.

Must have served as a trainer in at least two (2) sports on any EHS athletic team for two
complete seasons or served as a trainer for one sport and participated in one sport on
any EHS athletic team for two complete seasons; with completion of at least one sport
during your senior year.

Must have a cumulative GPA of 2.5 or higher.

Must have applied and plan to attend a public/private college or vocational school
within one year of graduating.

Can NOT have a full scholarship to a school.

Must have been in good standing in citizenship and character during participation in
EHS athletics.

Must honestly and thoroughly complete the application process, including answering
the essay question. Must submit a completed application by the first Friday of April.

Application Requirements:

Submit a complete EHS Wildcat Booster Club Trainer scholarship application by the first
Friday of April. Application must be typed.

Submit an official high school transcript with the cumulative G.P.A. included.

Submit a 300 word (minimum) essay on the topic provided. The essay should be typed
in Times New Roman, 12 point font and double spaced. Include the student ID number
in the upper right hand corner of the page(s). No names on or in the essay.

Provide one coach/trainer’s recommendation with application.

Provide one teacher’s recommendation with application.
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e Application must be POSTMARKED by the first Friday of April. Mail the application and
all required information to:

Screening and Selection Process:

e All scholarship applications will be presented to the Elgin Wildcat Booster Club
Scholarship Committee for evaluation and screening.

e The committee will verify Wildcat Booster Club membership, participation hours, sport
involvement, standing with the athletic program, and the GPA listed on the applications.
Then the applications will be evaluated for sports participation and achievement,
community service and student activity involvement, academic standing and
achievement, the essay, and recommendation letters.

e The recipient selected will be announced at scholarship banquet. A letter outlining the
process for obtaining the awarded funds will be given to the recipient.

Payment of Scholarship:

To receive the scholarship monies, the scholarship recipient must submit to the Elgin Wildcat
Booster Club Treasurer the following:

e Proof of enrollment and other pertinent information for the college chosen to attend.
The payment will be mailed, on behalf of the student, directly to their college and
applied to their account.

Termination of Scholarship:

The scholarship will be terminated if the recipient fails to meet any of the eligibility
requirements.
